Public Health Udate

Please find below updated guidance for parents and carers on Whooping Cough (Pertussis) and
Scabies.

Whooping Cough (Pertussis)
We have recently seen cases of whooping cough (pertussis) rise across the North East. Whooping
cough is caused by a hadal infection and symptoms include:

a cough lasting several weeks following initial ditd symptoms
prolonged bouts of coughing

post-coughing retching or vomiting
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rib pain

For most schoehged children, symptoms Iviesolve over several weeks, but on occasion coughing
can persist for a few monthsyoung babies (particularly those under 6 months of age) may, however,
be at risk of more severe complications.
